To ensure the safety of those working under and
A around the machine, apply parking brake, remove
key from ignition, and block tires before working on

the machine.

Pre-Installation

1. Attach push plate to rear of push pole with 4 - 3/4” flat washers and 4 - 3/4” nuts (A).
The round edge of push plate towards open end of push pole.

2. Install 2 - 1" x 3" bolts and 2 - 1" nuts at rear of push pole (B ). Screw bolts in a few
turns. Bolts will be adjusted in a later step.

3. Atrear of tractor, pull drawbar out to allow room to install front support.

Installation

1. Without loader brackets, remove bottom 2 plugs from holes
on each side of tractor behind front axle (A). Proceed with
Step #4.

2. With loader brackets, remove bottom 2 bolts from each side
of tractor behind front axle (A). Proceed with Step #4.

3. For 8700 S tractors - Remove fuel filter on left side and flip
bracket upside down (B). Reinstall fuel filter.

4. Attach side rails to tractor with 4 - 20mm x 130mm bolts and
4 - 3/4” flat washers (C) where plugs or bolts were removed
from tractor. Without loader brackets, use supplied spacers
between side rails and tractor frame.

5. For 8700 S tractors - on left side, use a shorter spacer on
rear bolt where fuel tank bracket is located.

NOTE: Loosen fuel tank if more room is needed to install rear
left bolt.



6. Support front lifting arms and remove retaining hardware
and pins attaching front lifting arms to tractor (D).
Caution: When lifting front and rear support, watch
for potential pinching of hoses or other components
to prevent any damage.

8. Raise front support until support ears line up with tractor
frame ears and front lifting arms.

9. Install new pins and secure pin with spacer, washer and 3/4”
x 2-1/2” bolt and 3/4” nut (E).

10. Install a 3/4” x 1-1/2” bolt with a 3/4” heavy duty washer at
end of pin on right side.

11. Attach rear of undercarriage to side rails with 8 - 1" x 3"
bolts, 16 - 1” flat washers and 8 - 1" nuts (F).

12. Raise rear of push pole and rest top plate on top of drawbar
bracket.

13. Attach front of push pole to rear of undercarriage with 1” pin,
2 - 1” washers and a cotter pin (G).
14. Torque side rail 20mm bolts (C) to 432 ft-Ibs.

15. Torque 1” nuts attaching side rails to undercarriage (F) to
909 ft-Ibs.

16. Evenly unscrew 1" bolts at rear of push pole to push rear
plate tight against tractor casting. Torque 1” bolts to
90-95 ft Ibs (H).

17. Tighten 1" nuts against push pole. The nuts lock bolts in
place.

18. Torque bottom 3/4” nuts (I) to 257 ft-Ibs.

19. Reinstall drawbar.

20. Check the steering clearance at front support ears.
The minimum clearance between front support pin and tire
should be about 1”. If necessary, purchase steering stops
from your local dealership.

Maintenance

1. After first 8 hours of use, re-torque all bolts.

2. Check all fasteners regularly to ensure proper operation of equipment.

3. Inspect all equipment for existing or potential damages every 10 hours or less.
